Measure B - $360,000

• Commits 1% of Measure A revenues to budget stabilization ("rainy day") fund 
as part of the General Fund to provide short-term funding for general services

• Reserve to be spent only to balance the budget during economic recessions 
that cause temporary budget shortfalls

˃ Helps maintain city services, such as police, firefighter, paramedic, park, 
library, street repair and community programs 

Administration - $206,942

• One full-time position, materials and supplies for administration of the Measure 
A tax.  The position will also provide support to Citizens’ Advisory Committee.
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
