Construction Update 

Completed reconstruction of Taxiway Kilo, east of Runway 12-30, is approximately four months ahead of 

schedule.  The rapid completion is the result of great cooperation between the Airport Staff, FAA Air Traffic 

Control Tower and Airport users, as well as the diligence of our contractor, Sully Miller.  Taxiway Kilo is the 

second taxiway to constructed in concrete.  Reconstruction of Taxiway Kilo included the installation of Run-

way  Guard Lights.   These lights  enhance safety  by providing  a visual  cue for pilots when they are ap-

proaching a runway.
