Unique to Long Beach, the Trees in the Bay will once again 
light the waterways with festivity.  It used to be that people 
came to Long Beach to see the Queen Mary and they still 
do, but additionally, many visitors come to our beautiful City 
during the holidays to see the Trees in the Bay.  Photos of the 
Christmas Trees have been featured in several newspapers, 
magazines, publications, and on holiday cards, both locally 
and nationally.

The Trees in the Bay are in place and will light up each evening 
throughout the holiday season beginning on Thanksgiving 
weekend. This is a glorious sight; over 70 multi-colored and 
white trees celebrate the essence of the season with their 
stunning reflections across the water.
 
The tradition of Trees in the Bay began in 1949 when resident 
Don May put a live Christmas tree on a float and set it in 
Alamitos Bay. In 1953 the first of the now familiar triangular 
wooden structure was used instead of a live tree.
 
In the 1970s, when budget cuts threatened to cut the program 
out, residents came to the rescue and began paying the City 
to build, maintain, and cover the cost of electricity. Today 
this tradition is still in place due to support from several 
organizations and individuals. Those organizations include 
Spinnaker Cove Slip Owner’s Association, Alamitos Heights 
Improvement Association, Peninsula Beach Preservation 
Group, the Convention and Visitors Bureau (CVB), the 
Downtown Long Beach Business Association (DLBA), and 
Trees in the Bay. Donations to support the Trees in the Bay 
Program are accepted by Partners of Parks (if you want to 
make a donation, call (562) 570-3209 for information). 
 
Shortly after Labor Day Marine Maintenance staff begins 
inspecting, repairing, painting, and stringing the lights to 
ready the trees for placement throughout the bay and in 
Rainbow Harbor. When all these elements are completed 
they are towed to their locations, set in place with lines, 
weights, and connected to their power source. 
 
The holidays tend to be a busy time of year but do yourself a 
favor and take some time to visit our nationally recognized 
waterfront. In addition to the Trees in the Bay many local 
residents decorate their homes for everyone to enjoy.

As a final reminder, it is time to update 
your parking pass(es). Motor vehicles 
parked in the marina parking lots 
overnight or using spaces designated 
for marina boat owners are required to 
display up-to-date parking passes in 
order to avoid a citation. 

You should have received an e-mail 
and a letter and permittee information 
sheet in the mail, please complete the 
information sheet and bring it into the 
office when you pick up your passes. 

We are asking that information sheets be updated on an 
annual basis in an effort to keep your permit as current as 
possible.

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On Saturday September 21, Little Ships Fleet Yacht Club 
joined forces with Navy Yacht Club and set out on foot and 
by dinghy to scoop up as much plastic trash as possible 
from Alamitos Bay Marina, as part of a Statewide California 
Coastal Clean Up Day. 

This is the second time this year that Little Ships Fleet 
Yacht Club has gathered volunteers to clean the waters of 
our own marina. Little Ships Fleet Yacht Club purchased 
reusable mesh bags to do the job reducing the amount 
of plastic waste introduced into the environment and for 
future cleanups as we reuse the bags again and again. 
The event was supported by The City of Long Beach 
Marine Bureau and the California Coastal Commission 
who supplied gloves and scoopers to assist in the efforts. 
In 2 hours the members collected 75.5 lbs of trash, most 
of it plastic snack bags, bottles, toys, styrofoam and much 
more. It is not until you actually see the amount of trash 
that winds up in the water that you realize that we must be 
diligent in keeping our waters clean. We wish that every 
boater passing through our marina (or any marina), will have 
a trash scooper to pick up debris they see along the way.

After the clean up, some members stayed and sorted the 
trash that was collected; any items considered recyclable 
were separated out. Some of the odd items that were found 
during the clean up include a small guitar, a bra, two pillows, 
two hats and a work boot. 

Little Ships Fleet and Navy Yacht Clubs members didn’t 
hesitate to jump in and get their hands dirty (even with 
gloves on). In total 26 volunteers and five dinghies helped 
out to pick up trash around the Alamitos Bay Marina. 
We walked the docks and motored around the marina 
scooping up as much trash as possible. The enthusiasm 
of the members was remarkable. All were excited to give 
back to our marina and contribute in a meaningful way to 
the environment. Each of the members who took part in 
this important project expressed their desire to do it again 
next year.

Little Ships Fleet Yacht Club would like to thank the generous 
support of Plastics Investment Group Inc. and West Marine 
of Long Beach. As a final note, the information from our 
cleanup has been registered with the California State Parks 
Division of Boating & Waterways, the California Coastal 
Commission and Ocean Conservancy’s International 
Coastal Cleanup database. This information helps ocean 
advocacy groups promote ocean conservation by providing 
the data necessary to push for effective ways to keep our 
seas trash free.
