Long Beach Recieves Green Leadership Award
On April 9th, at the 2018 Green California Summit in Sacramento, California, 
representatives from the City of Long Beach Fleet Services and Water 
Department accepted Green Technology’s prestigious Green California 
Summit’s Leadership Award in the “Sustainable Community” category. This 
award is presented to a city or community that has implemented community-
wide sustainability projects and programs.

“It is truly an honor to receive the Green California Summit’s Leadership 
Award,” said Mayor Robert Garcia. “This is a measure of our success as a 
sustainable city, and in our growing economy, demonstrates that it is not only 
possible to make investments in litter abatement, water conservation, and 
greenhouse gas emission reductions, but it is also the smart thing to do for our 
businesses, community and Long Beach’s future.”

While Long Beach submitted three nomination forms for different categories, 
the Advisory Board for the Green California Summit deemed all three 
submissions excellent and bestowed an overall sustainability award to the City 
instead of three individual awards. The Green California Summit’s Leadership 
Award recognizes the City of Long Beach for its “Can Your Butts” program, 
Certified Blue Restaurant (CBR) program, and Green Fleet program. 

Long Beach Environmental Services Bureau’s “Can Your Butts” program, which 
launched last year, tackles the issue of cigarette litter through prevention, 
partnerships and public education. Long Beach Water Department’s Certified 
Blue Restaurant (CBR) program supports and recognizes outstanding Long 
Beach restaurants that achieve exceptional water efficiency in the community. 
Long Beach Fleet Services Bureau submitted its Green Fleet program, 
which prioritizes alternative fuel use, the 
incorporation of electric vehicles into the City 
fleet, and efficiency in existing vehicles.

Sustainability Spotlight
The spotlight is on the Aquarium of the Pacific for their Climate 
Resilience Guides that make climate actions accessible to Long 
Beach residents. 

In 2015, Mayor Robert Garcia asked the Aquarium to assess the 
primary threats facing Long Beach resulting from climate change. 
This led to the City of Long Beach Climate Resiliency Assessment 
Report, which identifies 5 main threats (drought, extreme heat, 
sea level rise and coastal flooding, deteriorating air quality, and 
public health and social vulnerability). 

In collaboration with Tom Bowman of Bowman Change, Inc., 
the Aquarium decided a condensed version of the report would 
help get the word out to Long Beach residents about what’s 
happening in their city and what they can do to contribute to a 
climate-resilient Long Beach. The quick start guides provide the 
key information with concrete actions to take to address the 5 
main threats identified in the Resiliency Assessment. If you want 
to learn more about climate resilience and what you can do, these 
guides are a great place to start.
