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Introduction 

This volume contains historical background information, architectural 
descriptions, and photographs of 79 homes and other structures in the 
City of Long Beach, California. It is the product of an eight month- 
long survey conducted by the City under the sponsorship of the Cali- 
fornia Office of Historic Preservation. The survey encompassed ‘the 
entire Carroll Park area located three blocks inland from the Pacific 
Ocean and approximately two miles east of downtown. The survey bound- 
aries were Forth Street, Junipero Avenue, Third Street, and the homes 
along Carroll Park East. 

Over 125 homes were surveyed in the % square mile area. The 79 struc- 
stures in this volume were selected to represent the Carroll Park area 
because they are either in an unaltered state, are unique in their 
architectural style, or housed someone that was discovered to have 
played an important part in the development of Long Beach. 

Records research, field surveys, photography and preparation of the 
descriptions were the major components of the survey. Much of this 
work, including the selection process, was accomplished by dedicated 
volunteers who wished to contribute to the preservation of the City's 
heritage. The survey was begun in October, 1980 and was completed 
in May, 1981. 

The original inventory forms and photographs for these are on file in 
the State Office of Historic Preservation in Sacramento, California. 
The inventory data and photographs of all ther surveyed structures 
not represented in this volume are on file in the Cultural Heritage 
Office, Department of Planning and Building, City Hall, Long Beach, 
California.

Large clapboard siding is used. Notable among the design accents 
used are ornamental carvings in the exposed front and rear eaves, 
a stained leaded glass window on the porch, pateras at the tops 
of the square wood porch. supports, and a beveled. glass window. set 
in the front door. There is a trace of Colonial Revival showing 
in the symmetry of the front facade. It has a floor area of 
1,988 sq. ft.

In 1909 through 1913 this home was used as the Alamitos (later 
renamed Grace Methodist Church) Parsonage, one of the early 
nearby churches in Carroll Park. Between 1914 and 1915 this 
was the home of Long Beach physician J. S. Brown. The popularity 
of the Carroll Park area among professionals ‘in the early 1900's 
is also demonstrated by other residents of the area during this 
period. This house well illustrates the Chalet style. with its 
steep pitch gable roof, massive shape, and applied decoration.

Although Long Beach City records give a construction date of 1920, 
our directory research has found owners as far back as 1912. In 
1917, this was the residence of Theophilus Robinson, a physician, 
and in 1923 Mr. C. C. Cutchshaw lived there. He was the managing 
editor and a director of the Long Beach Morning Sun Newspaper. 
Two typical Colonial Revival details, a symmetrical formal facade 
and boxed eaves make this home a nice example of this style. 
It makes a positive contribution to the street scape.
