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INTRODUCTION

This volume contains historical background information,
architectural descriptions, and photographs of 245
homes and other structures in the City of Long Beach,
California. It is the product of a year-long survey
conducted by the City under sponsorship of the
California Office of Historic Preservation. The sur-
vey encompassed the entire downtown area from Anaheim
Street to Ocean Boulevard, and from Golden Avenue to
Alamitos Avenue. It also extended to the Bluff Park
Communities, including the area south of Second Street
between Alamitos and Redondo Avenues. Approximately
4,000 homes were surveyed.

Records research, field surveys, photography and
preparation of the descriptions were the major com-
ponents of the survey. Much of this work was accom-
plished by dedicated volunteers who wished to contribute
to the preservation of the City's heritage.

The survey was begun in June, 1979 and was completed in
September, 1980. Only buildings constructed earlier
than 1940 were surveyed. Because the areas analyzed
are rich in older structures exemplifying the very
earliest days of Long Beach, those presented in this
volume are among the best examples of the cultural and
architectural heritage of the City.

These 245 structures were selected from the total
surveyed by an Evaluation Committee whose members
represented the professional fields of architecture,
landscape architecture, art history, and urban/
enviromment planning. '
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The selection process resulted in only the most
significant structures being nominated to the State
Register of Historic Places. The original inventory
forms and photographs for these are on file in the
State Office of Historic Preservation in Sacramento,
California. The inventory data and photographs of all
other surveyed structures not represented in this
volume are on file in the Cultural Heritage Office,
Department of Plamning and Building, City Hall, Long
Beach, California.

Drake Park, in the northwest corner of the downtown.
survey area, was the subject of an earlier inventory.
Significant structures identified there are not included
in this volume. They are instead contained in a
separate document entitled Drake Park Historic District,
available in the Cultural Heritage Office or the Long
Beach Public Library. Copies of the inventory forms

for Drake Park are on file in the Long Beach Community
Development Department. .
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The inventory forms in this volume are arranged by
streets, beginning with the north-south Avenues (Golden
to Coronado), followed by the Places south of Ocean
Boulevard (First Place to 20th Place), and concluding
with the east-west Streets (Ocean Boulevard to Twelfth
Street). The absence of a Street, Avenue, or Place
indicates that no significant structure was located
thereon, in the judgement of the Evaluation Committee.
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This publication is partially funded under the Natiomal
Historic Preservation Act of 1966 through the California
State Office of Historic Preservation. Additionmal funds
were provided through the Long Beach Department of
Community Development.

This one story home at 205 Daisy is a rectangular shaped wooden
structure capped by a bellcast gable roof of unusually high pitch.
The plain bargeboard is highlighted by a fintal adormed with a .
crossbow design. The structure rests on a raised foundatiom of
concrete. The front features a recessed porch with square wooden
columns. Siding is narrow, horizontal wood strips. The porch
window features 33 small glass squares over two large plates. This
theme is carried out across the front: the door coutains six small
glass panes; the front windows 15 over 1 vertically, 15 over 1
horizontally, and again 15 over 1 vertically. There is a bay window
_on the right side of the house toward the rear.

This large but unpretentious house of Colonial Revival style is
typical of many of the pres1910 homes in the earliest of Long Beach
neighborhoods.
